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Salkantay - Machupicchu

The mountains of the Cordillera Vilcabamba rise to form a ragged chain between the regions' two great
rivers; the Urubamba and the Apurimac. Along the cordillera’'s northern side, massive snow peaks collide
with lush tropical rain forests.

Located northwest of Cusco, Nevado de Salkantay, the cordillera's tallest peak, is at the eastern end of
the chain and rises to 6271 meters above sea level. The name Salkantay means ' Savage Mountain '
which may refer to the swirling clouds that rise up from the jungle lowlands and engulf the peak.

The Salkantay to Machu Picchu trek normally takes 7 days and has become popular with trekkers
wanting to combine a quieter less trodden route with a visit to the Inca ruins of Machu Picchu. For the first
4 days you will be surrounded with magnificent scenery and rarely see other groups of trekkers. On the
fifth day you join up with the Inca Trail at Wayllabamba and continue to Machu Picchu arriving early on
day 7. The trek is only a little more difficult than the Inca Trail, and horses can be used for the first 4 days
to carry food and equipment. Since horses are not allowed on the Inca Trail, you'll swap over to using
human porters for this final section.

Day 01.- Cusco ( .a.s.l. ) = Mollepata — Soraypampa.

( ) We pick you up from the hotel at around ( 05. .m.)and
travel by Bus or by Car to Mollepata District ( 2800m ). which is a small community located
down along the main road from Cusco to Abancay, then we keep travelling to Cruzpata ( 3050m
) arriving approximately at 10:00 am, and here we start our trip and meet our arrieros “
Horsemen ” and trek crew to help us to make easy our hike. During the morning we walk
approximately 2.30 hours going up appreciating the diversity of the flora and fauna typical from
this ecological site, and then we stop to enjoy our delicious lunch at Chufiuna which is a quiet
spot. And then in the afternoon we will hike for about 3 hours and after a funny and relaxing
hiking we arrive to our first campsite which is at Soraypampa ( ), where we have our
dinner and pass the first night.

Meals. Lunch & Dinner

Day 02.- Soraypampa — 7 snakes Pass — Challhuay.
( )

We Wake up very early then after a good breakfast, we leave from Soraypampa (
) this is the harder day because we have to climb to the 07 snakes pass ( in this point
we get 4600 m.s.n.m. of altitude), the highest part in our trip to Machupicchu, where we can see
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the spectacular view of the second highest peak Named Salkantay a stunning snow covered
mountain (6,271 m) and great views of Humantay and Huayanay mountains as well, small lakes
and morraines too and of course the flora and fauna typical from this region( 05 hours

aprox.). Later going downhill we will find some streams and many kind of birds, in the afternoon
finishing our hard walking we arrive to Challhuay. Where we have dinner and pass the night in
ours tents, from this point starts the cloud forest region where the mosquitos exist, besides the
semitropical weather and native people.

Meals. Breakfast, Lunch & Dinner

Day 03 .- Challhuay — La Playa. ( 06.00 hours aprox. Time of hike)

After and early breakfast approximately at 6:00 am. We begin our third day hiking until Wifiay
Pogo. Where we have our lunch.

Hiking down hill is pretty easy and here you will be introduced to a high jungle niche very well
know as Ceja de Selva where you will have the chance to find coca, coffee and several native
fruits plantations. In the afternoon walking more than two hours again down hill and we arrive to
La Playa village, we have dinner and the night in tents.

Day 04 .- La Playa — Aguas Calientes Town .( 06. )
From La Playa we take a local transportation for approximately 20 mlnutes to Lucma (

), from here we start our climb of about 03 hours to
Llactapata ( ) which is famous for a “ great condor view of Machu
Picchu ”, then we enjoy our picnic box lunch then we hike down hill for about 2.30 hours to the
Hydroelectric Station by 3:00 pm. Aprox. We will take the local train to Aguas Calientes which
will lasted 45 minutes, In the evening we have dinner at Local Restaurant, Accommodation in a
Hotel in Aguas Calientes. Accommodation based in a DWB or TWB.
The Fabled City
For centuries the Lost City has been the most durable of myths about ancient Peru. Hundreds of
gold-hungry Spaniards died looking, all in vain. The irony was that there were lost cities buried
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in the forested regions of the Andes. The 20th century has seen the discovery of more than one
but none more famous and awe-inspiring as the fabled Machu Picchu.
Meal. Breakfast, Lunch & Dinner
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Day 05 .- Machu Picchu — Cusco
The day starts with an early morning rise to Bus Station for a 20’ journey to the famous Inca
Citadel of Machu Picchu, also known as " The Lost City of the Incas ". bus drive, climbing 6km
of winding road, to the incredible site of Huayna Picchu also known as Wayna Picchu (
Quechua " Young Peak ") The number of daily visitors allowed to enter Huayna Picchu is
restricted to 200 is a mountain in Peru around which the Urubamba River bends. It rises

over Machupicchu, the so - called lost city of the Incas, and divides it into sections. The Incas
built a trail up the side of the Huayna Picchu and built temples and terraces on its top. The peak
of Huayna Picchu is about 2,720 metres ( 8,920 ft ) above sea level, or about 360 metres (
1,180 ft ) higher than Machu Picchu. According to local guides, the top of the mountain was the
residence for the high priest and the local virgins.

Machupicchu Every morning before sunrise, the high priest with a small group would walk to
Machu Picchu to signal the coming of the new day. The Temple of the Moon , one of the three
major temples in the Machu Picchu area, is nestled on the side of the mountain and is situated
at an elevation lower than Machu Picchu. Adjacent to the Temple of the Moon is the Great
Cavern, another sacred temple with fine masonry. The other major local temples in Machu
Picchu are the Temple of the Condor, Temple of Three Windows, Principal Temple, "

", and the Temple of the Sun, also called the Torreon.

Then we'll participate in a guided tour of the Citadel, visiting the Main Plaza, the Circular Tower,
the Royal Quarters, the Temple of the Three Windows and various burial
grounds.
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The Sun Gates of Machu Picchu boast a picture-perfect vantage point overlooking Peru's
most famous ruins. Tourists flock to this outcrop high in the Andes Mountains to enjoy the same
view featured on virtually every postcard depicting the Machu Picchu citadel. Also known as
Intipunku, the Sun Gates consist of two stones perched at a narrow passage in the crevice of
the mountain just above Machu Picchu. The sun shines brilliantly through this portal each day
when it rises -- hence the name.

Garden Waterfall of Mandor - Ollantaytambo
Afternoon Excellent opportunity to wake up early and enjoy a beautiful sunrise as well
as a stroll through the Town of Aguas Calientes and visit its Hot Springs Thermal
Waters. Then, you will have time to perform some of the following activities:

MANDOR WATERFALLS. Visiting Mandor Waterfall is an unforgettable adventure. It is
an area of lush forest surrounding the town of Machu Picchu. You just have to follow the
railway line from Machu Picchu Pueblo for a 45 minute-hike. You will reach a railway
crossing, from which you will see a small group of houses whose dwellers will tell you
how to reach Mandor Waterfall at 14.30 or 19.00 p.m train back to Ollantaytambo

upon arrivel aboar the us to cusco 2 hrs, transfer to your selected hotel for overnight.
